Gameline Customers:

I have had some inquires about how our paint products fit into the LEED requirements that some of you may be facing.   
Our paint is used for graphics, lettering, logos, signs and marking lines on resilient synthetic flooring and as such have been placed by the USGBC under the “Graphic Arts Coatings” category.  All our paints are fully compliant and actually have much lower VOC content than the  level allowed.

However, some synthetic flooring requires specialized adhesion promoters in order to bond the paint.  These products fall under the Small Container Exemption noted below and are always provided in quart or smaller containers.
Without these types of pre treatments we provide, currently, it would be impossible to do artwork and striping on some synthetic floors.
Knowing this, the rule provides a number of exemptions.  For us, section (g), paragraph 1, "A" applies.  This allows any product that is provided in a quart or smaller container to be used under full compliance with Rule 1113.  In construction, there are a number of specialty applications where higher performance products are necessary, and this is taken into account with the exemptions from the rule.
We will continue to provide products that meet all VOC requirements, but in the meantime and for the foreseeable future we are fully compliant with Rule 1113.
